The International Hans Gabor Belvedere Singing Comp etition 
initiated by Wiener Kammeroper has been in existenc e for 29 
years now, and it is one of the most renowned and l argest 
world-wide singing competitions offering young tale nts an 
opportunity to make contacts for their future caree rs. 

Qualifying rounds take place from March to June in  nearly 50 
cities all over the world. As many as 3.000  young singers are 
admitted every year – the top 150–160  are invited to Vienna.  

A large proportion of the candidates comes from EU and EEA 
member states; moreover, countries in Asia, the USA , Canada, 
South Africa, Argentina, Cuba as well as many other  parts or 
the world are represented. 

Cooperation with the Austrian universities and acad emies 
makes it possible for students in Austria to partic ipate, which 
also helps support Austrian singers. 

Thanks to an international jury composed of opera m anagers 
at the helm of the most important opera houses in t he world 
(among them Royal Opera House Covent Garden London,  
Teatro alla Scala Milan, Gran Teatre del Liceu Barc elona, 
Washington National Opera, Metropolitan Opera New Y ork, 
Opera Graz) and numerous agents as well as internat ional 
media representatives make the Hans Gabor Belvedere  
Singing Competition a veritable “Wall Street of Voi ces”.

· Application forms can only be processed if filled in completely.  

· No registration fee will be charged for participation in the qualifying 
rounds except for the cities of Bejing, Chengdu, Iowa, Montréal, 
Toronto, Vancouver and Seoul. 

· Qualification Opera : Preparation of two opera arias of singer’s 
choice, to be sung from memory in the original key and original 
language. The jury will listen to one or both arias. 

· Qualification Operetta : Only candidates who have qualified for 
the opera competition may take part in the operetta  
competition.  In addition to the two opera arias prepared for the 
qualification round Opera, candidates should prepare two operetta 
arias of their choice, sung from memory, in original language. One 
aria has to be sung in German. The jury will listen to one or both 
arias.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 
 
· All singers who have participated in the qualifying rounds will be 

notified within three weeks after the audition if they have been 
selected to take part in the competition in Vienna. However, the 
singers who are selected at the qualifying round in Vienna on the 
25th  of June 2010 will be notified that evening. 

· The registration fee  for singers participating in the opera, or opera 
and operetta competition is Euro 140.- . The fee has to be paid at 
registration. Singers must register in person between 10 a.m. and  
1 p.m. on June 27th, 2010. 

· Once registered, fees will not be refunded in event of subsequent 
inability to participate. 

 
Dates and schedule 
 
Only singers who have been selected in one of the qualifying rounds for 
opera or opera and operetta are entitled to take part in the competition. 
 
Competition repertory Opera 
 
To participation in the competition in Vienna each singer must prepare 
five opera arias  in the original key and original language to be sung 
from memory.

IMPORTANT: Each aria must be taken from a different opera. At least 
one aria listed has to be in Italian  and one in German .
